K. CENSOR CHIP

Most television sets in USA today come with a V chip. When it was
introduced but a decade ago, the aim was to protect children from
violent and disturbing images or language on television. However,
there is a lot of debate on how beneficial the V chip really is. This
technology rates television programmes according to content that can
disturb children of different age groups. Parents can set the V chip to
stop certain ratings and all programmes with those ratings would
automatically be blocked. Many television producers and human
rights activists feel this is not acceptable. They believe this kind of

monitoring and censorship goes against freedom of speech.

Some people point out another problem. This generation of children
are often more comfortable with technology than their parents. What if
they found out how to re-set the V chip? Unless children understood
and agreed with their parents' reasoning, the V chip may not be very
useful. People also question who actually has the right to define what
content is disturbing. Would the government, broadcasting
professionals or parents be the best sludge? As long as there is
difference of opinion on what these standards should be, questions on

the / chip will be raised.
